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The majority of motorcyclists who die collide with cars, but a significant proportion hit no other vehicle.

We know that motorcycle casualties are highly seasonal, peaking between June and September (see graph below), and we know that they are different from other road-user groups in this respect. Leisure riders prefer to go out in good weather, and even regular motorcyclist commuters sometimes use other modes in bad weather.

The number of motorcyclist deaths by month in 2005
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Using 2005 data, we can see the difference between road type: 341 motorcyclist deaths occurred on non-built up roads (60%), whereas only 34% of their serious injuries occurred on these roads.

Motorcycle deaths in 2005 were 22% above the 1994-1998 baseline. However, traffic grew by 40% over the same period. The rate of motorcyclist fatalities per billion passenger-kilometres increased between 1993 and 2003, but has fallen in the last two years. The rate of motorcyclist serious casualties has shown a fairly steady decline since the early 1990s, as shown below.
